 As we come to the close of  the 2011 camping season, I can't help but give thanks to God for 
His amazing grace and provision.  1630 campers and over 100 staff and summer team 
volunteers were impacted by God this summer.  
 

Many of you are aware of the staff transitions in the past year and 2012 will be no different:  
our Food Services Manager, Rebecca Stauffer, and her family will be moving on to cook at 
another camp in February.  Through all the ups and downs God continues to show His direction 
and guidance along the way.  Our interim camp director Will Born is committed to help us 
through these hurdles with staffing changes as well as the general operation of camp for up to 
one year.   
 

Many of you have been supporting camp in various ways over the past 58 years,  and I would 
like to ask for your prayers and if you are able,  financial support in the following areas:  
 

General Operations: Administration, utilities, maintenance and staff salaries all depend on 
donations towards the general budget of camp.  This year our target for donations towards 
operations is $60,000, which helps to keep the summer camp fees affordable for families in our 
region. 
 

Staff Support:  Our permanent staff raise funds to cover their salary and it's not an easy chore.  
 

Summer Staff Honorarium donations are always 
welcome. 

 
Capital Projects.  A number of previously started 
projects are slotted for completion this year, and the 
40+ buildings on site are in need of constant 
attention.  One building we hope to repair is the 
dining hall.  The floor is 37 years old and needs to 
be replaced. We are looking for $10,000 for this 
project.  Furthermore, the Gate House desperately
